Teri Howes is inspired by fashion, textiles and pattern. Her mum’s sewing room was a childhood treasure trove of gorgeous fabric, trimmings and colourful threads. She sees her jewellery pieces quite literally as drawings in the air - the pencil line or thread has become wire.

Using high carat gold and silver with her signature crochet techniques, Howes creates elegant, timeless jewellery. Entirely hand-crafted, her classic designs feature tiny diamonds and pearls which are crocheted or french-knitted into individual stitches.

Howes says of her work: “I feel my work is deeply rooted in the craft tradition - it is important to me that it is functional and wearable. I hope to inspire the wearer to rediscover the honesty, integrity and innate beauty of the totally hand-made object.”
